Now that summer has finally arrived, please can we remind families that children need to have high factor
sunscreen applied before they come to Nursery. If you send sun cream in with your child, staff will “top up”
with additional sun cream if they are staying in all day. We will not “share” other children’s sun cream.

Children also need to bring sunhats each day.

Just a reminder that we have a child with a significant nut allergy and so we ask that you do not send in any
food which may contain nuts. Thank you for your support.

Nappies and Spare Clothes

Please ensure your children bring a change of clothes with them to Nursery each day. If they are still using
nappies, please check regularly with staff that we have an adequate supply. Thank you.
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Packed Lunches

Our school dinners are prepared to a very high nutritional standard. If your child brings a packed lunch
instead, please follow our healthy eating guidelines below:

Sandwiches with a protein rich filling (i.e. tuna, cheese, cold meat
or plant-based equivalent, egg), pasta or rice salad, filled wraps, No limit

pitta bread, crackers and cheese spread etc. NO NUTS PLEASE!

Fresh and dried fruit and vegetables:
carrot sticks, apples, grapes (sliced length ways for young children
please to reduce the risk of choking), tomatoes, oranges, plums, No limit
cucumber, sweetcorn, raisins, pears, strawberries,
raspberries.............

Dairy food — a plain fruit yoghurt or cheese — or plant based

equivalent One portion
Drinks — plain water, milk or fruit juice No limit
One item only.
One snack: i.e. a bag of crisps, a biscuit or cereal bar, a bun or (We will encourage your child to
scone, “corner” yoghurt, mousses, jellies etc. eat their sandwiches and fruit and

veg before they eat their snack.)

Fizzy drinks, chocolate bars and sweets should not be included in packed lunches

Class Dojo

Over the next few weeks we will be introducing you to “Class Dojo” which is a communication app that is
already used at the school. Class Dojo is free to both the school and to families. It can be used to send
messages and photographs from school to home and vice versa and is a really positive way for us all to
keep in touch with one another.

Once Class Dojo is in place, we will no longer need to use the “Tapestry” app. If there are any photographs
on your child’s Tapestry account that you want to keep, please download them now to your devices at
home. We won’t be printing off Tapestry photographs for everyone, but if there is something you would
like a paper copy of, just let Beth in the office know.
